ECNU CIRCLE: Can you tell us how you got
to know the program?

Dong Xiaoyi: | learned about it through my
social practice in the summer of my sophomore
year. At that time, my dad helped me contact a
Teenager's Activity Center. They had a program
called Bone Marrow Storage. | didn't take it too
seriously at that time and joined the program with
lots of my classmates. | felt that this would be
nothing different from donating blood.

E: When did you know you were listed to
donate marrow?

D: I didn’t think too much after my bone
marrow was collected. In March, | received a phone
call saying my bone marrow might be a successful
match, and asking me for further examinations in
the hospital. | thought the call was a fraud initially.
Later I found it was true after | had done some online
research.When | talked to my classmates about the
program, they all encouraged me to give it a shot
although they found it unbelievable at the beginning.

E: What gave you the courage to donate the
bone marrow to others?
D: To tell you the truth, I didn't think too much

about the thing. I simply felt that it's a worthwhile
opportunity, and it's a good deed to help others. If
anything did influence my decision, it would be
my grandmother's story. Back in primary school,
my grandmother had a car accident and was in
urgent need of blood. However, the blood type of
my grandmother was the rare RH negative, and
the whole family sank into depression because this
type of blood wasn't available in the blood bank.
Standing by her side, | was shocked when | saw the

sad expression on her face. Luckily, we contacted
a distant cousin of my grandmother and managed
to get the blood needed. This incident had a far-
reaching effect on me and taught me how precious
blood can be.

E: Did your parents object to your decision to
donate the bone marrow?

D: My parents approved of my decision when
| took the physical examination for bone marrow
donation. Yet, right after my examination, my mom
suddenly disagreed because she happened to see an
example of a bone marrow match failure. Feeling
extremely worried, she was resolutely against my
decision to make donation. But, | still stuck to
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my decision. After all, it's a precious opportunity
to save life. For those in need of bone marrow, it
means a chance of survival. If | changed mind at
this crucial moment, it would no doubt be a big
blow to the patients. Furthermore, since | have
already taken the physical examination and turned
out to be qualified for donation, the hospital would
be caught in a dilemma if | suddenly changed
mind. More importantly, it would be against my
conscience’ to give up donating the bone marrow.

E: Are you grateful to those people who gave
you the biggest support?

D: Yeah. I'm grateful to all those who
accompanied me through the donation. My dad
was one of them and he was very supportive of me.
He respected my decision and hoped that | could do
my best to help others. In fact when | was young,
my father told me that giving a helping hand is
something | should always bear in mind and have a
try at. Even during the period when my mother was
against the donation, my father fully supported me
by persuading my mom while encouraging me. | am
grateful for the encouragement from my teachers
and also classmates and roommates whose words
cheered me up and filled me with positive energy.
Besides, they came to visit me in the hospital, bring
me delicious food and chatting with me. It greatly
relieved my tension and nervousness about the
operation. Meanwhile, | felt greatly encouraged
by the Red Cross and Youth League Committee, as
they hold a commendation® conference for me.

E: Could you tell us some details about the
operation of bone marrow donation since many
people are scared of such a practice?

D: I had to keep motionless for three hours
when | was under operation. As a matter of fact,
the operation itself wasn't too painful, but lying
still for three hours really made me uncomfortable.
Luckily, many people were with me throughout the
operation, my parents, teachers, classmates, and

instructors. They chatted with me, and it turned out
that the three hours were full of laughter.

E: We know that your story widely covered in
the media. What do you think of it?

D: I think | definitely set a good example
and hope more people can follow and join in
the donation program. It takes time and effort to
convince people that bone marrow donation isn't so
scary as it may sound. In fact, it has little negative
effect on our physical health thanks to the advanced
medical technology. | found bone marrow donation
a godsend for both the patients and me. It will
definitely be a special and memorable experience.
In conclusion, | sincerely hope more and more
people can take part in various charitable programs
to help others and pass on the positive energy to
people around themselves.

E: As ECNUers, we're proud of you. What do
you want to say to our schoolmates?

D: I am already a senior and about to leave the
campus and step into society. To me, my college
years are transient yet valuable. | hope they will
make good use of their time spent on campus. The

prepared caramel®, rice vinegar, ginger, and garlic.
The deep-fried batter absorbs the sauce and softens.
The Beijing variety has the sauce thin and watery.
In northeastern China, a thicker sauce with ketchup
is added to it, but both versions are characterized by
an intense ginger and garlic flavor.

During the transition of summer to autumn, the
throat usually gets dry, and dry skin flakes appear.

Meanwhile, he attends a lot of entrepreneur conferences and has an overall understanding of
entrepreneurship in colleges. ECNU CIRCLE had an interview with him to share his experience in
this regard.

ECNU CIRCLE: Challenge Cup is a contest
about entrepreneurial® project. First, would you like
to give us a brief introduction about your project?
I'm curious whether the project has been carried out
in reality and how is the current situation?

Xiong Zhichun: | feel honored to share
my project with my schoolmates. We founded a
corporation called Shanghai Qingyuan Technology
Co. Ltd., which is a water treatment enterprise’.

Volunteers’
Contribution

During the summer vacation,
four ECNUers along with other
volunteers from both home
and abroad got enrolled in the
program of voluntary teaching
organized by TECC Summer
Institute (TSI). Wang Lijuan went
north to the City of Dehui in Jilin
Province, while Ding Beibei, Jin
Zhuyue and | went to Shangshui
County in Henan Province with
unmatched enthusiasm to make
our contribution to the local
education. We all served as
trainers for local English teachers
helping them improve their
professional skills in language
teaching.

The program lasted for ten
days. On the first morning, the
volunteers communicated with
the local teachers with a total
of 220 divided into 3 classes
and conducted a questionnaire
among them.The outcome
revealed that the majority of the
local teachers were from primary
and junior schools, therefore
the priority of our training
program was given to the basics
of language teaching such as
phonetic transcription® and
grammar. Accordingly, we made
a change in our original training
plan for a better application here.

In the following days, we

cooperated with each other on
the courseware® and employed
various teaching methods to
make the course interesting.
We carried out the course plan
in terms of lectures, Q&A
sessions® and group interactions.
Meanwhile, we tried to add fun
to the class by involving different
activities in the class. Take
pronunciation class for example,
we wove role plays, English
songs, games and poems into the
course. The pronunciation of the
local teachers turned out to be the
biggest challenges in our training
program. We spared no effort

to correct their pronunciation.
It's really time-consuming® but
rewarding in the end. Besides,
we also incorporated cultural
element into our training course.
For example, Carmen from
Durham University introduced
traditional British culture and
etiquette®. Our training course
proved to be fruitful based on the
positive feedback’ we received
from the local teachers.(As

by people from all walks of life’,
the gap in educational resources
has been narrowed to some
extent. A proportion of schools in
the educationally less developed
regions have been equipped with
such devices as microphones,
projectors™ and audio booths™.
However, access to advanced
educational facilities alone is far
from enough. On the one hand,

Nevertheless, in retrospect, the experience
of voluntary teaching offered me more food for
thought than mere excitement and delight, especially
for a volunteer from East China Normal University-

Thanks to the sustained
efforts of administrations
concerned and the growing
investment in education offered

shortage of qualified teachers
is the biggest throne. We find
that it is common for a teacher
to take care of two totally
different subjects, even in those

key schools. ‘I taught English
for grade seven and Math for
grade eight,” said Mr. Zou
from Shangshui No.1 Senior
High School. In this case, the
professional language training for
a math teacher is a must. On the
other hand, the teaching methods
employed by local teachers lag
far behind. They have little idea
about how to stir up*’ students’
interest in study. Neither do they
have knowledge of and access
to various online resources for
learning and teaching. To my
astonishment, most of local
teachers have never heard about
New Concept English, a classic
series of English textbooks and
it never occurrs to them that
various language learning and
teaching resources are available

online. Lack of educational
resources has restricted their
teaching, not to mention their
being stuck with an examination-
oriented"® education system
under the pressure of enrollment
rates™.

As the old saying goes,
Rome was not built in a day.
The problems mentioned above
cannot be solved just with
a ten-day training program
offered by volunteer teachers.
Firstly, we need to establish
a long-term exchanging
platform. We need to do more
than voluntary teaching.
Teachers and graduates from
educationally advanced
regions should be encouraged
to work in the less developed
regions. Similarly, excellent
teachers and graduates from
educationally underdeveloped

regions deserve an opportunity
to study further in big cities.
Secondly, more students from
underdeveloped regions should
be admitted to universities
through special programs
which entail'® a two-year
teaching career in the less
developed regions. Thirdly,
investment in education should
be given priority. Various social
organizations should join in the
effort to promote the educational
resources in the underdeveloped
areas. We expect to see the
emergence of more volunteer
organizations like TECC. We
also expect renowned institutes
to offer their online courses
to the public. We also expect
more books are donated to those
needy children in rural areas.

To sum up, it’s a long way
to go in terms of promoting the

education in the underdeveloped
areas. Voluntary teaching can
be an effective and rewarding
effort.

Last summer, | was honored to get a chance
to be an international volunteer in Nairobi, Kenya.
Before that, I did my first internship in India when I
was a sophomore, joining a project named "Woman
Empowerment”. These two volunteer experiences
totally changed my perspective on life and world.

What is the stereotype® of Africa? A continent
plagued® with poverty, famine* and racism.
However, is it the true picture of Africa? Seeing is
believing. You’ve got to go there and experience
Real Africa. My experience as a volunteer in Africa
gives me an insight® into African culture.

My volunteer project in Nairobi, "Tofauti
on the Move", is a Youth Organization which
is involved in sustainable® community-based
development programs. It is a non-religious and
non-governmental organization. | worked in the
Education Sector, teaching mathematics, life skills
and starting a Chinese class workshop. During
my stay in Kenya, | paid a visit to St. Catherines
and Fruitful Children’s Orphanage in Kibera slum
(the biggest one in Kenya), and learned many life
stories about my students. Some stories put me on
the verge of tears, while other stories gave me a
great shock.

A nine-year-old girl in my class who lived

with her single mother was raped’ by her 47-year-
old neighbor. It happened after her mom went out
for food and left her home alone. The women in
charge of the school "Fruitful" told me that I could
have a face-to-face interview with this girl if |
wanted to learn more about her story, as she speaks
fluent English. However, | decided to give up my
curiosity® as it would remind the girl of the horrible
experience.

I still remember the first time | went to the
school "Fruitful”. Kids there were in a classroom
without walls. Most of their teachers are college
students who work there temporarily. The second
time | went to "Fruitful”, the wall was built although
it was made of mud. When the rain poured, the wall
would be torn down.

That day we found a boy who was ill lying
in bed for 5 days. He was too thin and totally
malnourished. Worse still, he couldn't afford to go
to hospital. Seeing what happened there, four of us
donated® all the money we carried and took him to
hospital for a treatment.

The other day, when | went to "Fruitful”, |
met a sixteen-year-old girl, who was already the
mother of an one-year-old boy. As we sat down and
chatted, I learned another moving story. Her parents
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died when she was very young. In order to bring
up her three younger sisters, she agreed to do a
sexual favor'® for a man who promised to pay her
handsome money. Later, she got pregnant and gave
birth to a boy in her own house. Fortunately, the
project "Fruitful” found her and promised to take
care of her baby so that she could return to school.
During our talk, she held my hands firmly and said
with a sigh, "My dear friend, my life is so hard.
Sometimes | don’t know how to go on. "

Such stories are nothing unusual during my
stay in Kenya working as a volunteer. Such stories
move me to tears and give me food for thoughts.

The reason why | tell you these stories is |
want to give you a true picture of life in Africa.
I remember someone once told me, "if you don't
travel, you won't see the world. Every experience
matters." This is what | have learned from those

stories. Do not stay in your comfortable bubble
wasting time! Go out and see the world, you will
love your life better.

"The Convergence' of Love" was a program jointly sponsored by the Sun Flower
Youth Organization and the Shanghai Charitable” Foundation to give left-behind’ kids
from Anhui and Jiangxi provinces a free chance to explore Shanghai where their parents
work. And 30 volunteers from ECNU took part in this program this summer.

summer vacation was destined to be unusual
because of them — a group of left-behind kids
from Anhui and Jiangxi province whose parents
were migrant workers* making contribution to the
development of Shanghai.

Several months ago, | happened to know this
charity program called "The Convergence of Love",
which aimed at giving those left-behind children a
chance to travel around Shanghai and get a glimpse”
of the city where their parents worked. Luckily
| worked as a volunteer who was to accompany
the kids during the tour for the sake of safety.
And it turns out to be very rewarding to both the
volunteers and the kids. Every time I look at those
group photos, the beautiful memories keep flooding
back to me. The bright smile of those kids will light
up my life.

l knew from the bottom of my heart that this

As a matter of fact, these kids from rural areas
have left on all of us an ever-lasting impression.
We were deeply impressed by their innocence and
sincerity. To our surprise, we find that being with
them gives us a sense of peace and frees us from
anxieties and worries. The pure happiness of being
together with them is something we cherish® so
much. These little boys and girls would be wild with
joy simply for some snacks like ice cream, French
fries and so on. Meanwhile, they see the world from
a very simple perspective’, which underlines the
truth of the so-called "untainted® heart”. | cannot
help laughing whenever I recalled the "Subway
Day" when a group of volunteers in the subway
station came to help those kids get on the train. The
kids immediately hooked up® with those volunteers
by giving them vivid nicknames such as Football
Uncle, White Brother, Mars Brother and so on.

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Moreover, they racked their brains™ and tried every
possible means to get snacks from the volunteers
and smile would light up their faces once their
tricks worked out. By the end of the tour every day,
| felt so exhausted and sleepy while they still looked
energetic and refreshed playing ghost game in the
dorm with screams and laughters. Such a scene will
always bring me back to my carefree yet distant
childhood again.

You may think these left-behind children are
just a group of naughty and noisy kids. However,
the truth is that they are more than average kids.
Although most of them are no more than twelve
years old, they are quite mature and independent for
their age. Firstly, what strikes me most is that they
can take good care of themselves during the tour of
Shanghai. They told me that back home, they had
been doing a lot of household chores on their own
including laundry, cooking and cleaning. A nine-
year old girl managed to stand on her tiptoes™ and

washed the clothes on her own. Secondly, | was
equally impressed by their serious attitudes towards
a simple task. Upon the end of the program, they
were expected to sing a song titled "The Grateful
Heart". During the rehearsal, they practiced every
detail of the song from the lyrics® to the melody"
again and again. They were still humming" the song
in bed when the lights were turned off. They totally
devoted themselves to the rehearsal in the hope that
they would give a wonderful show. There are still
other numerous moments when | felt touched and
impressed by those left-behind children. They are
the people who endowed me with so much positive
energy. They are the people who gave me a sense of
achievement and satisfaction. They are the people
who taught me the truth of life.

When | saw them running around cheerfully,
when | saw them listening attentively to the lecture
about Mr. Qian Xuesen in the library, when | saw
their faces glittering with happiness at the reunion

with their parents, and when | saw them giving us a
warm hug and waving goodbye with tearful eyes, |
knew for sure that they must have got a similar feel
of positive energy as we did.

Upon their departure, we gave them inspiring
books as well as photos capturing the touching
moments of their Shanghai tour in the hope that
the positive energy they got would help them fight
against those challenges and setbacks in life and
encourage them to pursue their dream until it comes
true. We want them to know that although they are
left behind by their parents, they’re not abandoned"
or ignored. They deserve more affection'® and
more care! May love converge in every corner of
the world and pass on positive energy to every
individual and light up his life.

— FCNU VIVA Chorus Realized Their Dream in Vienna

The performance of the ECNU VIVA Chorus in the Golden Hall has become a sensation on the
campus this summer. The Golden Hall is the dream place for all musicians, but how could they have
the chance to perform on this sacred stage? We will unveil the truth about this performance and get
to know more about the chorus.

At the invitation of China
Chorus Association and Sino-
Austrian Cultural Exchange
Association, the ECNU
VIVA Chorus participated in
the exchange performance
of "Chinese Music Cultural
Festival” on July 30th and won
the gold medal of "Chinese
Sentiment, Chinese Music
Concert".

The ECNU VIVA Chorus
has performed on stages both
at home and abroad since its
formation in 1951. After the
performance in the Sydney Opera
House in 2009, the VIVA Chorus
made another appearance on a
top world stage, the Golden Hall
in Vienna, to bring the Chinese
music and Chinese chorus to the
world.

The chorus has been
dedicated to offering tasteful
music to numerous audiences
from ECNU, China and the

world. With devoted efforts and
performances of high standards,
the chorus has gradually received
recognition as a stylish and
vigorous' singing group. After
the wonderful performance
on the stage of CCTV Spring
Festival Chorus Gala, Spring
of Shanghai, and China Talent
Show, especially the cooperative
performance with the prominent®
conductor Chen Xieyang, the
chorus established a reputation of
youth and excellence. According
to Yu Jing’an, one of the leaders
of VIVA, the chorus has formed
a "brand effect”, which is the
major contributor to receiving
the invitation to perform in the
Golden Hall this time.

The approximately 70
members of the VIVA Chorus
sailed off towards Vienna,
the dream to every singer and
performer. They came to the
Vienna Schonbrunn Palace at

10 a.m. on July 30th and took
part in the "Voice of the World
Concert at the Schonbrunn
Palace". They received warm
welcome from the local audience
by singing Hallelujah by Mozart
and songs laden with Chinese
characteristics like The River
Flows and Four Seas. After the
performance, they were awarded
the performance certificate
signed by the mayor of Vienna
by the organizer.

At 2 p.m., they arrived at the
Golden Hall of Vienna, the ideal
place for musicians from around
the world, and participated in the
rehearsal of "Chinese Sentiment,
Chinese Music Concert". The
concert began at 7:30 p.m.. The
excellent performance earned
them an approving praise and
the gold medal of "Chinese
Music Cultural Festival". Upon
departure, the chorus greeted the
Vice President of the Austrian
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Chorus Association who came
to express his fondness of the
performance, praise of the song
"To Music", congratulations
and gratitude for the wonderful
performance given at this
concert.

According to Yang Wenyu,
the chief leader of the VIVA
Chorus, they deliberately®
chose the song To Music with
an attempt to pay tribute to
the great Austrian composer

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart,
since they were performing on
the soil which cultivated this
significant figure in the field of
music. There is another story
behind To Music. Since it is a
masterpiece written in German,
some of the rehearsal time had
to be put aside for learning
German. There happened to be
two students majoring in German
in the chorus, who helped the

chorus manage to overcome the
language barrier. This is one of
the distinctive’ traits of the ECNU
VIVA Chorus — its members are
from various majors in ECNU.
This kind of diversity is what
they cherish most for it helps to
build a versatile team beyond
pure musical background. The
diversity was acknowledged
from the praise of the Vice
President of Austrian Chorus
Association on their authentic

German pronunciation; after all,
the VIVA Chorus was the only
group who chose a German song
in the performance. "There is no
reason for us not to believe we
will achieve much more with the
multiplicity® of our specialized
backgrounds", said Xie Jiarui, a
chorus member from the English
Department.

Cultural communication is
mainly composed of two aspects,

blending with the foreign
environment and presenting the
gems of one’s own traditional
culture. This can also be used to
explain why the VIVA Chorus
had chosen the other three
songs which are full of Chinese
ethnic characteristics. "These
songs are all about the ethnic
customs and beautiful scenery
in Yunnan Province", said Yang
Wenyu, "while we are paying
tribute to the great composer,

we also sincerely want to show
the most amazing facet of
Chinese culture and art to the
people all around the world."”
Just as the title "Chinese Music
Cultural Festival™ suggests,
Chinese culture has become
more appealing to foreigners.
Developed along the storyline
lasting 5,000 years, Chinese
culture, once a myth to the
westerners, is beginning to seek

and get more opportunities to
show its charms to the world.
Our enriching history, diverse
peoples, and multiple landscapes
find their way to be presented on
the stage by means of singing.
We can say that music has
constructed a bridge across the
gulf of languages. "We may not
be able to understand the lyrics,
but the rhythm and your beautiful
singing made the landscape as
vivid as pictures", one of the
audiences told the chorus after
the performance.

In fact, this was not the
first time for the VIVA to
perform overseas. They got the
chance to sing on the stage in
the Sydney Opera House and
in the institutes of Confucius
worldwide. The rich experiences
to perform abroad and the sense
of cultural communication in
the international community
guaranteed the success of the
performance. With more frequent
appearances of ECNU in the
international cooperation, the
chorus has and will have more
opportunities to perform on
more world-class stages. And
the members in the chorus have
undoubtedly benefited a lot
from the experiences of singing

abroad.

"The “professional’ audience
in the Golden Hall is the most
impressive", said Yang. "The
seats are made of wood, which
forces the audience to sit with
their back straight up. But they
seemed to be ignorant of the
discomfort and wholly absorbed
in our performance. Never had
we seen such devoted audience
So we were encouraged to put
more efforts into our singing."
When asked about what
they learned most from the
performance, Yang said, "we got
to know that music can have such
strong power that goes beyond
language and nationalities and
the professional audience kind of
propelled us to devote energy to
improving our singing."

Behind the glory, however,
lay hard work and days of
rehearsals. Before flying to
Europe, the VIVA Chorus
underwent an intense training
lasting 9 days with a workload
of over 5 hours every day. They
also fought against the heat wave
with temperature exceeding
400C in the "hottest summer in
Shanghai". The members were
working around the clock in
order to be fully prepared for

the performance. Exhausting
as it was, the members never
complained of the hardship they
were enduring for they knew that
this was the golden chance to
perform "on the top of the music
world™" with their excellent and
talented teammates. Some of the
members lived on the Minhang
Campus so they had to spend
three hours every day commuting
between two campuses. "Our
members all found it worthwhile;
after all we were going to
perform in the Golden Hall", said
Yu Jing’an.

There still remain some
regrets, though. "We didn’t have
enough chance to communicate
with other groups and foreign
professors due to the compact
schedule™, said Yang, "although
we were not able to have direct
contacts with foreigners, just
being there, in the Golden
Hall, is much inspirational and
beneficial."

The velvet rope for the
Vienna trip has come down, but
every member of the ECNU
VIVA Chorus will continue
their steps to pursue the cause
of music and bring the fantastic
singing from ECNU to a larger
number of people in the world.

This summer, the ECNU Dance Troupe visited Africa and gave several exciting performances
there. What is Africa like? What did they experience? What is "positive energy" to them? We talked

to Miss Zhou Yilei, the captain of the dance troupe.

ECNU Circle: How long did you rehearse to
prepare for the performance in Africa? What was
the rehearsal like?

Zhou Yilei: We trained generally three times a
week for about two months: the free afternoons on
Wednesdays from 9:00 a.m. to 15:00 p.m., or even
later on Saturdays and Sundays. Occasionally, we
needed to ask for leave to rehearse.

E: Which dance do you think was the most
demanding? And which one was your favourite?

Z: 1 would not say that a particular dance
is demanding, but in "Qiangzhuang", we had to
change costumes including dresses and accessories’,
in only one minute. According to the schedule, all
the dance troupe members had to dance in all the

six programs in Lesotho’ and South Africa. What’s
more exhausting was that the number of the group
members was reduced to the minimum, so no one
was there to assist us except for ourselves. We had
been practising for a long time to do this simple
thing: changing our costumes.

As for my favourite dance, | think it is the last
programme in the performance. | have two reasons.

One is that all the actors and actresses would gather
on one stage, including students from Shanghai
Conservatory of Music®, Shanghai Theatre
Academy” and Shanghai University of Sport®, who
respectively showed Peking opera, the lion dance
and the Chinese martial arts to the audience. And
the audience were so excited that their applause was

thunderous®. The other reason is that we had been
training and practising for so long and had been
nervous for so long and at the very last moment of
the performance, we all felt our hard work was well
rewarded.

E: Do you have anything interesting that
happened during your trip to share with us?

Z: The overseas Chinese settling down in
South Africa were extremely excited. They took
care of nearly every detail in our life during our
stay. They prepared food that fitted our home-
sick stomachs, chose hotel rooms that were
comfortable and put down their work for a
while to accompany us. Actually the chance of
a Chinese performing group as large as this one
to visit Africa is rare, due to the difficulty of the
traffic: a one-way trip from China to South Africa
takes 48 hours. We flew to Hong Kong first, and
nine hours later, we transferred’ to Cape Town,
South Africa. After that, we had another six-hour
bus trip to get to the destination. On our way to
Africa, we had six entry-exit checks at the local
customs. Furthermore, our performance in Lesotho
had its special purpose, which was a birthday
gift for the king of Lesotho. So quite a few high-
ranked officials were invited, which contributed
significantly to the social position of the local
Chinese community.

E: What was your impression on Africa?

Z: My original impression of Africa was that
it was hot, with wide spread grasslands, where
hundreds of thousands of wild animals were living.

As a matter of fact, Africa is not as hot as we
have imagined, but there the temperature varies
greatly between day and night. Furthermore,
the climate is so dry that many troupe members’
lips cracked and were swollen®. We were very
appreciative to the local Chinese, who bought us
lip balms. In South Africa, there are more white
people. Racial segregation® is a serious problem,
and the gap between rich and poor is wide: the
poor live in iron-roof bungalows (sometimes the
roofs are gone), while the rich live in pretty villas.
More poor blacks live in Johannesburg. Therefore,
the security situation in the city is poorer. Our
teacher’s bag was robbed as soon as we got there.
We dared not to go out at night. As for Lesotho,
surrounded by South Africa, it is a poorer village.
People in Lesotho are too poor to wear proper
shoes. The earth there is like sand. One of our
guides was the former ambassador to Lesotho. He
told us that once he asked a Mosotho™ whether
he had had a meal. The Mosotho grabbed some
soil and stuffed his mouth with it, then said, "l am
having my meal."”

During our visit, we went to an orphanage.
We all know that Africa is the front line of the
battle against AIDS. In Africa a large body of
orphans have lost their parents due to AIDS. And
some of them are living in this orphanage. We sent
them some presents, like sweets and toys. Also, we
took photographs for them with a Polaroid.
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E: What role do you think dance plays in
Sino-African cultural communication?

Z: Compared with China, Africa is much
poorer. For the two peoples, Africans are not as
reserved as Chinese. They are easily excited. They
will dance to the music as long as there is some.
They make me feel that everyone in this global
village can understand the emotional message
delivered by dance.

Generally, chances for Africans to know
Chinese culture are not many. But these chances are
more. We were exactly like ambassadors of culture.
The Chinese government has established diplomatic
relations with Africa since the 1950s. As a result,
the Africans we came across were nice to us. Now
many Confucius Institutes are established in Africa,
where you can see many Africans who speak fluent
Chinese.

E: What is the "positive energy" in your
opinion?
Z: | think the "positive energy" means the

positive attitude towards life. For example, dance
training is by no means easy, and it is also time-
consuming. And you can possibly be injured.
Many of us have injuries in our waist, back and
knees. Most of the dancers in the troupe started
dancing when they were three or four years old.
However, no one complains. We keep going until
now.

E: How does dance pass the "positive
energy"’ to the audience?

Z: Technically we pass the positive emotion
through our body language, together with
the music. The themes of our dance are also
encouraging. We used to produce a dance called
"Ambition", a story of how a student became
a teacher. Of course we also did some sad
programmes.

E: What "positive energy" does dancing
bring you?
Z: Dancing speeds up my pace of life. Without

dance, perhaps | will stay at home, facing my
computer like many other students. However, |
am driven to do workouts and to stretch myself
because of dance. Moreover, | make a lot of friends
through dance. In the dance troupe, we are all
good friends. Some members, even if they have
graduated, will come back to see us rehearse or
watch our shows.

South Africa, officially the Republic of
South Africa, is a country located at the southern
tip of Africa.

Because the age
of our troupe varies widely, from the first year in
college to the third year of graduate school. So |
hope that all members can be consolidated.

Cambridge University and Oxford University have been many people’s dream since their childhood.
Eventually I had the chance to experience this dream, in which I learned to live all by myself and fly high in

my world.

Many of us always consider going abroad an
exciting adventure. So do I. | had an unforgettable
adventure alone in England. Actually it cannot be
described as "alone" as | had tutors and schoolmates
for company when in England. However, for me,

it was the first time that | had flown to a foreign
country and travelled all over it by myself. You
could never imagine the feeling of a girl who
always depends on her parents going outside of her
little castle with such strong curiosity.

I learned to handle things that | never had
done before. | was proud of myself for gradually
becoming independent, being able to buy insurance,
and preparing for getting a visa. As you may know,
there are so many things you have to prepare for
when going abroad alone. The preparation for
that departure day was full of difficulties and
expectations.

As a student who will be a teacher in the future,
chances are slim that | can study abroad in first-
class universities all over the world like Cambridge
and Oxford where some people may dream about
since their childhood. I really enjoyed classes there
which were more active and "aggressive" than the
Chinese ones | used to attend. There are many cultural
differences between western classes and Chinese
classes. Students there volunteer more in class than
those in China. Gradually I got used to making some
comments in class. Moreover, classes there sometimes

are more like a debate. The teacher wouldn’t consider it
a waste of time or want to reach a consensus. From my
perspective, they are sharing ideas with students and
giving a stage for them to illustrate their opinions.

The courses | took in the two universities
were related to economics, law and international
relationships in corporation, while my major at ECNU
is physics. Attending those classes seemed a

big challenge for me. The perceived complexity
and jargon scared me. | used to be lazy and | didn’t
like previewing or reviewing my lessons. Studying
there with two friends who were spending their last
summer vacation of their campus life inspired me
to get into the habit of previewing and reviewing.
You would be guilty or even ashamed of yourself if
people around you concentrated on studying while
you were watching some soap operas, wouldn’t
you? | just had the strong sense of guilt for the
tuition fee and my hardworking parents who have
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been endeavoring to offer me the best. This feeling
once occurred when I was in high school facing
the college entrance examination. This strong
feeling helped me to find myself and make my life
afterwards meaningful. Those habits and feelings
are what | have harvested and regarded as treasure
via studying in England.

Being the only daughter of my family, living
all by myself abroad seemed an impossible mission
for me. | needed to cook for myself, save money to
buy what | wanted, search on the Internet for the
way to any place of interest. I can still remember
clearly the first day in Cambridge. | arrived in
England on the evening of July 7th and followed
an RA from the Cripps Court where | would have
classes and breakfast. Excited but exhausted, | was
only engrossed in taking care of my large suitcases
and package on the way. Thus I didn’t remember
the way to the college. The next day, after living my
dormitory, | found myself lost on the road. Without
a cellphone, | asked a woman in front of a church
the way to the Cripps Court of Magdalena College.
| followed her as she said it was on the way to the
school of her daughter. However, she was taking
me to the wrong way. Although I knew it, she was
so warm-hearted that | didn’t know how to tell her
in a most polite way. At last, thanks to the guard at
the College and my sense of direction, 1 managed
to reach the court. After the vacation in England,
I have learned to read the map, use the compass,
punt’ on the river and | acquired the basic art of
talking.

Nevertheless, life there was still full of fun.
I made a lot of friends there. Most of them were
senior or junior students. | was likely the youngest
and they took very good care of me like elder
sisters. What’s more, the two tutors were very
considerate. Once when | was visiting Buckingham
Palace’ with some of my friends and the two
teachers, I was really absorbed in the world of
magnificence and even forgot the time. Therefore,
the teachers and friends not knowing whether | was

outside or inside waited at the gate for two hours.
I was sincerely impressed by that. With their help,
I got the chance to see the beautiful London city
at the sunset from the London Eye®. Among all the
friends, | found two bosom friends who are now
senior students and taking the internship in a high
school in Shanghai. We sometimes will hang out
together or chat on the Internet. We all hold the

wish that our friendship would last lifelong.

It may be just a summer vacation in my life
time. But for all this, it did have a far-reaching
influence later in my life. If you have a chance to
go abroad yourself to study in a university like
Cambridge or Oxford, don’t hesitate! You can gain
a treasure that you never expected.

Let’s continue from where we stopped in the last issue about culture of the people of
Malawi. In this part, [ will talk about how Malawians dress and eat, their houses and finally, how

they behave.

Dressing

There is no specific national dress code in
Malawi. Men mainly wear western clothes. Women,
on the other hand, traditionally wear a Chitenje,
similar to a large sarong*, often with an elaborate
pattern or design. They also often wear a matching
head cloth and blouse® if they can afford it. The
great thing about the Chitenje is that it has all sorts
of ingenious3 uses such as a baby carrier, head scarf,
oven mitts* and many others. There are different
designs for different occasions. Most Malawians
are mindful of their way of dressing, especially in
working places, schools, funeral ceremonies etc.
They are always smart. This does not mean they are
always in suits but at least their clothes are able to
match the mode of dressing and the function they
want to attend.

This is different from what | have seen here in
China; people take most of their things culturally.
People can go for interviews as if they are going
for a cultural meeting. | have seen people putting
on pajamas during the day in market places several
times. Somehow this is good to make life simple.

Eating habits

In terms of eating habits, | have observed
that Chinese do not like things which have a lot of
oil/fats. Most of their foods are boiled. They like
spices, especially those from the northern part of
China which is very cold, because they believe that
pepper helps to keep them warm. | remember in my
first month in China it was tough for me to buy food
because whatsoever | was buying was spiced with
a lot of hot pepper and | was failing to eat. But as
time went on, | was able to communicate on what
type of food | want. Generally, Chinese people like
spices.

In Malawi, people are selective when it comes
to eating, which is different from Chinese who

eat a lot of things. What we consider in Africa as
mere grass or herbs are actually good relish® here
in China. After tasting some of these foods, I found
them very good. Chinese people believe in taking a
lot of water/ tea without sugar to keep themselves
healthy, which is indeed a very good habit. Ladies
believe that taking a lot of water may also help to
keep them slim. Most Chinese ladies believe that
when they are slim, then they are beautiful and it’s
easy for slim ladies to get married than fat ones.
This is different from what most Africans believe.
Actually, most African women feel that a huge body
is more appealing to men.

Nsima is our staple food (dish). It is prepared
from maize flour and may be taken with different
types of relish such as beans, fish, beef, chicken,
vegetables, etc. Malawian hospitality revolves
around the food that they feed you in their homes.

Dwellings

A majority of Malawians live in rural areas
where houses are generally made of mud soil and
thatched5 with grass. Women then seal the walls
with coloured soil to add beauty to the house. Men
will then erect6 fences also from polished grass.
The idea of making fences is common with specific
tribes such as the Yao from the Lakeshore district of
Mangochi.
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General behavior

Generally, Africans and Malawians in times they express their happiness by eating,
particular are always happy people and most of the singing, dancing and many others.
